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Upholding the Code of Conduct

We all want children to reach their full potential. To ensure children participate in the best environment possible, a clearly defined procedure is necessary to address any breaches of the Code of Conduct.

What constitutes a breach of the Code of Conduct?

Poor sporting behaviour that breaches the Code is repeated, unreasonable behaviour directed toward players, officials or spectators that has the potential to victimise, humiliate, undermine or threaten or generally reduce the enjoyment of the game. According to this definition, a single incident of poor sporting behaviour does not constitute a breach of the Code of Conduct. 

However, single incidents should not be ignored or condoned.

Poor sporting behaviour is not always intentional. Sometimes, people do not realise that their behaviour can be harmful to others.

The following types of behaviour, where repeated or occurring as a pattern of behaviour, could be considered poor sporting behaviour and a breach of the Code of Conduct:

· Verbal abuse of coaches, players or spectators.

· Disposing of equipment in a manner that does or is likely to cause harm to others

· Being a distraction to other players at training or on game days

Breaches of the above on a frequent basis will result in a written warning. The contents of the warning will outline the actions required to remedy the situation. 

A further breach will result in a second written warning.

A further breach will result in a suspension from games, the number to be determined by the exec. If the offences occur in a state team, the suspension will be from the next state game, either at a lead up carnival or the state championships.

Actual or threatened violence, even as a single incident, is considered a serious breach of the Code and will automatically result in a minimum of a one game suspension. If the offence occurs in a state team, then the suspension will be for at least the next state game, be it at a lead up carnival or the state championships.

An incident form must be completed for any club penalties to apply. The form can be obtained from the Secretary.
